Parents 
*In order to participate, your child must be prepared to audition on the scheduled audition day. Be sure 
your child’s schedule is free from after-school appointments and activities.  We cannot accommodate 
individual scheduling requests. The auditions will run in grade order and your child must be available 
for the entire time block. Similarly, the rehearsal will run in the order set by the Student Council and 
performers must be available for the entire time block. 
 
Student must have a copy of his or her CD/tape to give to Student Council during Auditions. 

1. No lip sync acts please.  
2. Limit act to two minutes. 
3. Keep in mind that each act should be appropriate for a K-8 audience. 
4. Talent Show costumes should be consistent with free dress guidelines found in the Villa
